Allhallows Parish Council Report  
 

The 2012/3 Precept was approved in January, at a total of £49,900  This was over £8,000 lower than last year. 
The Parish Council has taken a long look at the Budget and expenditure for the coming year and decided that, 
in this period of austerity, the precept should be reduced. However, we do continue to roll out positive and 
ambitious plans for the future. 
 
In February, the Street Cleaning contract for Allhallows will be adopted by the Parish Council. This means that 
the responsibility for keeping the streets clean will past directly to the Parish Council. We are looking forward to 
having more control over where to direct the cleaning efforts. Two caretakers will now be spending 15 hours 
each week, keeping our streets clean and tidy. Medway Council will be paying us for the contract, so it will not 
involve additional costs to any residents. We are hoping that by taking on the contract ourselves, we will be able 
to make the village a lot cleaner. 
 
The Airport plans continue to gather momentum and I urge everyone to follow the links on our website, for more 
information. If "Boris Island" goes ahead, then there will be no village of Allhallows. Why not let us know what 
you think?

Notes from St Mary Hoo  
 

We would like to apologise to all residents for the non-delivery of recent issues of the magazine. We have had 
problems with getting them out and the last issue fell victim to very heavy rain as it was delivered to a councillor 
and left on the doorstep. Weôve reviewed how they will be delivered to you and hope that this wonôt reoccur.   
 
Tree work is due to take place both by the pond and in the nature reserve. This is necessary to maintain the 
health of the trees and especially needed at the pond where the electricity power line now runs through the 
branches. Indeed, by the time you read this, the work may already have been carried out. Once the work to the 
nature reserve has finished, the RSPB will be advising us on putting up bird nesting boxes.  
 
The budget and precept for 2012/13 was decided at the meeting held in December. This yearôs precept was held 
at the same level as the previous year and the prediction is that this yearôs expenditure will be in excess of the 
income. Whereas in the past weôve been able to obtain grants for remedial work to the Parish Councilôs property, 
we canôt get grants for regular maintenance and this is reflected in this yearôs costs. This is something we now 
have to budget for. Additionally, we have to budget for the costs of the magazine you asked us to bring back. 
Consequently members felt there was no option but to raise the precept from £4,750 to £6,000. This will mean 
that the parish council part of your council tax for 2012/13 will be in the region of £65 for the year ï about £1.25 
each week. Still less than the cost of 2 lottery tickets and with more of a guarantee you will get something for your 
money! 
 
There is still a vacancy for a councillor. If you want to get involved in the business of your village or have any 
ideas how things can be done better or differently, please consider applying. For further information, contact the 
Clerk (details at the front of the magazine).  
 
Finally, we would like to thank Ann Stanbrook who has been our volunteer Footpaths Officer. She walked the 
public footpaths regularly, reporting problems to the Public Rights of Way officer at Medway Council. Royôs job is 
about to take them abroad, so sheôs reluctantly having to give up her post. Weôre looking to replace her. Do you 
walk the foothpaths regularly? Would you like to monitor them for us? If so, please contact the Clerk. 
 
The next meeting is on Tuesday 7th February in the Function Room of the Fenn Bell Inn at 
7.30 pm.

In last month's magazine, we asked residents to be 
vigilant, following repeated thefts of lead, from the Church 
roof. Within less than 2 hours of distributing 
the January magazine, we received several phone calls 
telling us there were "men on the roof, right now". 
 
It turned out that this time around, the men were actually 
fixing the damaged caused by thieves. However, we 
would like to thank all of those thoughtful and helpful 
people who acted so quickly. Some people even took 
pictures of the men, their vans and noted down the 
vehicle registration numbers. It is really encouraging to 
know there are people in this village who are willing to 
act and protect our heritage. Thank you so much.  
 

Lead theft often results in serious roof leaks that damage the structure of the roof and can damage the contents 
inside the church. In the past, our church organ has been damaged.  Please, also, continue to let us know if you 
see anyone suspicious. We would rather have false alarms, than no alarms.  
 
We also know from experience that lead thieves tend to return to the scene soon after the roof has been repaired, 
so your continued vigilance is very much appreciated.

STOP PRESS: After compiling the above report, more lead was again stolen from the Church roof in January. 
 
These repeated thefts are a similar cycle experienced by St. Margaretôs Church in High Halstow, a year ago.  The 
thieves return to the scene of the crime, soon after the 
damage has been repaired.  They remove all of the new 
lead within a few days of it being put in place.  The 
insurance companies put a limit on the amount of money 
they will pay out.  There are alternatives to lead, and the 
Church PCC are reviewing these.  However, the 
alternatives are also very expensive and can be damaged 
by thieves when they are looking for lead.

Allhallows Primary School:  
"WEEEFREE WEEK".....!  

w/c 27th February  
Allhallows Primary School is working with Medway Council and 
participating in the WeeeFree Week (w/c 27 February). This is an 
initiative that is linked into the National Curriculum, encourages 
recycling and gives schools the opportunity to win money. The 
scheme is an exciting opportunity for the school. It would mean a 

pink skip would be delivered to the school on Monday morning (27 February) and all electrical appliances, these 
can range from an electric toothbrush to a computer can be put into the skip. On the Friday of the same week the 
skip would be collected and all electrical waste weighed. The school will then receive a donation towards school 
funds. 
 
The WEEE (Amendment) Regulations 2007 are intended to help reduce the amount of WEEE going to landfill and 
to ensure that items of WEEE that are collected separately are dealt with properly. More information is available 
from the Environment Agency's WEEE web page. 
 
Some WEEE is classified as hazardous or special waste because it can contain: polychlorinated biphenyl (PCBs); 
ozone-depleting substances (ODS), found in fridges and freezers; asbestos; cadmium; lead; and cathode ray 
tubes (CRT), found in televisions and older computer monitors. You can take your WEEE to one of three 
designated household waste and recycling centres where they are collected in a large secure container. This is 
done free of charge, as the cost of recycling WEEE is met by the producers of the items. From there they are 
taken away and recycled, with none of it going to landfill. You could also get some cash for your WEEE by selling 
it on the internet or in the local paper or you can offer it to someone for free through internet-based re-use and 
recycling schemes. 
 
When purchasing new goods, you should ask the retailer how to dispose of your old items. Collected WEEE is 
taken to a processing plant where it is dismantled and recycled. If you want to see exactly how this happens and 
find out more, visit Sittingbourne-based Specialist Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment Processor, 
SWEEEP. Retailers must either provide a free, in-store take-back service or direct you to a local household waste 
recycling site. If you have a new appliance delivered, you may have the old appliance taken away for a small 
charge.

Want Faster Broadband for Hoo Peninsula? ï Here's How You Can Help  
Kent County Council and Medway Council, working in partnership, are aiming for 90% of homes to have superfast 
broadband access by 2015, and for all to have access to a service of at least 2mb. To make this happen some 
£20m is being invested.  
 
To achieve this ambition, there is a requirement for broadband service providers to invest.  We need to be able to 
demonstrate that there is a demand for a better service on the Hoo Peninsula. As with all supply and demand 
driven services, the greater the demand, the more interest there will be for private sector investment.
