ALLHALLOWS PARISH COUNCIL REPORT  
 

I hope  you all had a great Christmas and wish you all a Happy New Year.  Your Parish Council is made up of 
volunteers, who are looking to improve the village for everyone.  Please let us know what you think. 
 
The Parish Council is now reviewing the Precept and Budget for the coming year (April 2012 to March 2013).  
The ñPreceptò is the amount of money that we ask Medway Council to supply to us,  so that we can carry out 
our plans and responsibilities for the village.  The money supplied by Medway Council comes from the Council 
Tax bill.  This year, the Precept was £57,965.   The proposal is to reduce this figure, for the next year, to 
£49,900, saving over £8K. 
 
The Work Programme is continuing to evolve, as we make progress on several projects.  In the September 
issue, some of the higher profile projects were mentioned.  An update on three of them  is shown below.  For a 
more detailed update on all of our projects, please go to the APC website: 
www.allhallowspc.kentparishes.gov.uk 
 
Highlights to the Work Programme  

Improve the cleanliness of the village 
We have introduced Monthly Project Days, to target specific village areas 
The Street Cleaning Contract is being considered by the PC (this would give us greater control over 

the whole cleaning of the village) 
 

Review the Budget and reduce the Precept for next year 
The Precept is likely to be reduced by £8K 

 
Get Cross Park opened 

The final aspects of important safety and legislative requirements are being addressed. The 
building should be fit for opening very soon. 

 
Airport Schemes and Lodge Hill:  Important Planning Issues  
In the press, recently, there have been a number of different possible schemes to build a hub Airport on or near 
Allhallows.  For more information, please log on to the website and follow the different links made available to 
you. 
 
Another project that everyone should also be aware of, is the ñLodge Hill Developmentò, at Chattenden.  Many 
people on the Isle of Grain may not realise the effect that a development at Lodge Hill will have on all of the 
villages on the Peninsula.  For example, there would be a hub bus station, making it take even longer to travel 
to the Medway Towns.  The amount of disruption to traffic, due to road works and the additional volume of traffic 
will put a huge pressure on the Four Elms roundabout.

All Saints Church  
 
There has been a church in Allhallows since the 
early 11th Century and All Saints is one of the seven 
Churches of the Hoo Peninsular mentioned in the 
Doomsday Book AD1085. 
The Building has survived the Saxons, the 
Normans, Invasions, World Wars and constant 
renovations, the late L L Duncan MVO FSA in his 
book said ñEnter by the porch door and the visitor 
finds himself in a building of all dates which carry 
him back through almost the whole range of English 
History.ò   
Your church is under attack from a new invader 
LEAD THEIVES. These thugs come in the night and 

strip lead from the roof causing terrible damage to the stonework and roof slates and allowing rain to 
enter the building damaging the interior.  
The Insurance Company will now only pay £5,000.00 for one claim per year and we are in the process 
of claiming and having lead replaced from September and replacing the lightning conductor which was 
stolen in May. Meanwhile they have been back again this month (December) and taken more flashing 
causing rain to penetrate. We are looking at using an alternative material on the roof but the quotes 
before the latest attack were in excess of £10,000.00. This is roughly the same amount as replacing 
with lead. This is the Fourth attack in three years. 
DO YOU HAVE ANY IDEA WHO IS STEALING YOUR HERITAGE?  
HAVE YOU SEEN ANY STRANGE VEHICLES AROUND THE CHURCH OR PEOPLE ON THE 
ROOF? 
 
We do not have the funds to keep replacing the roof and continue to maintain the building.

NUISANCE MOTORBIKES  
 
Anyone who rides motorbikes off-road illegally should watch out because Kent Police and Medway Council are taking a tough 
stance. 
 
Dealing with the motorcyclists is a police responsibility, but both the Parish and Medway councils are keen to work with officers 
to tackle the problem. 
 
The law on motorbikes, including mini-motorbikes, says that they must all be insured, have an MOT and vehicle excise licence 
and comply with legislation in relation to the vehicle being roadworthy. 
 
If users want to ride bikes off road they must have written permission from the landowner. 
 
Recently, motorbikes have been spotted on the Brimp.  The surface was repaired a few months ago and has made a dramatic 

improvement to the path.  However, motorbikes will 
very quickly damage the path and destroy all of the 
work carried out. 
 
Quad bikes have also been spotted on Cross Park, in 
the past.  Cross Park is set to be a country park, for the 
use and enjoyment of all.  Anyone wishing to ride a 
quad bike on the land, should contact the Parish Coun-
cil and seek permission.  Permission will not automati-
cally be granted. 
 
The Police Reform Act 2002 makes it an offence for the 
vehicle to cause alarm, distress or annoyance to the 
public. The police have the power to warn someone 
and to seize the vehicle if the behaviour continues.  
The police were granted extra powers in the Serious 
and Organised Crime and Police Act, which allows offi-
cers to seize motor vehicles that arenôt insured or 
where the rider/driver doesnôt have a driving licence. 
 
If you want to report problems caused by the illegal use 
of motorbikes then call 101.  If it is an emergency, then 
call 999.
